Teaching Expectations

History at Foundation Stage is covered in the ‘Understanding the World' area of the EYFS Cwrriculum and is
taught at St Helen's CE Primary using the ‘Development Matters’ guidance.

A new History unit is taught each term in Key stage One and Key Stage two. History knowledge is included
in retrieval tasks and sticky knowledge assessment pructise on a weekly basis.

Structure of lessons::
Retrieval:
e All children will participate in a short task focused on retrieving previously learned knowledge.
e Thevuried tasks aim to reinforce key knowledge and help students make progress across the cwrriculwm.
e The knowledge heing retrieved may come from past lessons, units of work or even previous school
years.
e The intention is for students to permanently retain this knowledge and apply it in their learning.

Introduce new Vocabulary:
